ABOUT THIS BOOK
This book was complied from several old map book found at the club.  We also received some maps from club members (some were private (secret Areas).  
As we made this book from old map books we do not know:

1. If the area is still open.

2. If the area is still accessible.

3. If the area is still safe.

4. If there is still any good rock to be found.

It is the responsibility of each person using this book to ensure that all of the above conditions are meet.

The club can’t and won’t assume any responsibility for these conditions being meet.

While the locations listed are described in detail (most of the time), the collector should scout the area before settling down in one particular area.  So often the rock collector comes across a spot where someone else has dug and he immediately settlers down to do some earnest digging; while just a few hundred feet away lies the main source of material where the choicest pieces are found.  By surveying an entire area first, you can often save yourself a great deal of wasted time and effort.

We don’t know the condition of the roads so be prepared for some bad roads, (it is better to be safe than sorry).  Most of the locations are miles from the nearest: help, supplies, and water.  It is best to carry plenty of water, some food, and even some extra clothes and a blanket (for each person going on the trip).

Don’t forget to get the owners’ permission if it is private property.  Also leave the area clean and the way you found it (minus the rocks you are taking).  Observe, respect and heed all signs.  Do not disturb any: buildings, watering systems, fences or animals
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
